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About the Yearbook

1. Purpose: The Statistical Yearbook is compiled to summarize the results of the
MOEX’s implementation of national examinations and to provide reference for
formulation of examination policies.

2. Structure: This Yearbook consists of two sections—Analytical Summaries and
Statistical Tables, each divided into introduction, Civil Service Examinations, and
Professional and Technical Personnel Examinations sections.

3. Data sources: All Yearbook data is sourced from the MOEX’s exam affairs archive,
registration information provided by exam takers, Boards of Examiners or
Committees of Examiners meeting minutes, and information collected during the
exam administration process. If the MOEX has delegated holding of an
examination to the agency requesting recruitment, the pertinent data presented in
this Yearbook is provided by that agency. Please note that all test taker
background information is submitted by examinees. The MOEX does not
guarantee its accuracy or completeness.

4. Period of data: The word “year” in this Yearbook refers to the calendar year. Data
for 2025 refers to information pertaining to examinations held between January 1
and December 31, 2025. In cases where an exam application process has been
completed but the exam is rescheduled for the next calendar year due to some
circumstances, data of that exam is included in the registration year.

5. Statistical units: With the exception of Table 3, which shows how many exams are
held, all figures shown in the tables throughout this Yearbook refer to individual
examinees. However, if a person has taken more than one exam in a given year,
their data will be included for each exam.

6. Symbols: “-” indicates no data available; “...” indicates no definite data.

7. Please note that minor discrepancies may occur due to rounding errors.

1. From 2014, the first stage of the Civil Service Examination for Judges and Prosecutors was combined with the first stage of the Professional and Technical
Examination for Attorneys.These numbers of registered candidates are counted respectively under the categories of Civil Service Special Examination and the
Senior Professional and Technical Examinations. The 8,186, 7,966, 8,064, 8,564, 8,206, 8,578, 9,104, 9,358, 9,259, 9,563, 9,861 and 10,100 repeat registrations
were not deducted from the annual total in 2014, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021, 2022, 2023, 2024and 2025.

2.The personnel systems of the former Directorate General of Highways and the Taiwan Area National Freeway Bureau were restructured into a dual-track rank-
and-grade system on January 15 and February 12, 2018 respectively. Additionally, following the re-organization of the former Taiwan Railways Administration
under the MOTC into the state-owned Taiwan Railway Corporation Limited on January 1, 2024, its recruitment is now handled independently or through other
selection channels. As a result, the MOTC and its affiliated agencies no longer require recruitment through the highway and railway personnel examinations.

3.In accordance with the amended Article 32 of the Act for the Development of Tourism, promulgated on May 18, 2022, the certification process for tour guides
and tour managers has been revised to require evaluation by the central competent authority or a designated agency. Since 2024, this evaluation has been
conducted by the Ministry of Transportation and Communications (MOTC), and the MOEX no longer administers these examinations.

4. On June 14, 2019, amendments to the Senior Professional and Technical Examinations Regulations for Engineers were promulgated.
The provision for full subject exemption was revised to partial subject exemption, and a sunset clause was introduced. Eligible
individuals could apply by December 31, 2022; late applications would not be accepted.
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
